n General maintenance
General maintenance should be performed on a daily basis. This
can be done by yourself or by a Lexus dealer.
n Scheduled maintenance
Scheduled maintenance should be performed at specified intervals
according to the maintenance schedule.

N Do-it-yourself maintenance
You can perform some maintenance procedures by yourself.

latest service information. They are well informed about the operation of all sys-
tems on your vehicle.
| Keep a copy of the repair order. It proves that the maintenance that has been

performed is under warranty coverage. If any problem should arise while your
vehicle is under warranty, your Lexus dealer will promptly take care of it.

OBD (On Board Diagnostics) checks. The OBD system monitors the oper-
ation of the emission control system.

N If the malfunction indicator lamp comes on

The OBD system determines that a problem exists somewhere in
the emission control system. Your vehicle may not pass the |/M test
and may need to be repaired. Contact your Lexus dealer to service
the vehicle.

N Your vehicle may not pass the /M test in the following situations:
I When the 12-volt battery is disconnected or discharged

Readiness codes that are set during ordinary driving are erased.
Also, depending on your driving habits, the readiness codes may
not be completely set.

I When the fuel tank cap is loose

The malfunction indicator lamp comes on indicating a temporary
malfunction and your vehicle may not pass the |/M test.
