	It is possible to deactivate the auto tilt-away function. (Customizable featuresÆP. 461)
	n Caution while driving
	Do not adjust the steering wheel while driving. Doing so may cause the driver to mishandle the vehicle and an accident, resulting in death or serious injury.

	To ensure that the sensors operate properly, do not touch or cover them.

	A desired mirror face angle can be entered to memory and adjusted with the touch of a button. (ÆP. 48)
	n Linked mirror function when reversing (vehicles with driving position memory)

	The outside rear view mirrors will automatically angle downwards when the vehicle is reversing in order to give a better view of...
	n Auto anti-glare function (vehicles with sports or luxury package)

	When the anti-glare inside rear view mirror is set to automatic mode, the outside rear view mirrors will activate in conjunction with the anti-glare inside rear view mirror to reduce reflected light. (ÆP. 65)

	n When driving the vehicle
