	Do not adjust the position of the mirror while driving. Doing so may lead to mishandling of the vehicle and an accident, resulting in death or serious injury.



	Mirror angle can be adjusted using the switch when the “ENGINE START STOP” switch is in ACCESSORY or IGNITION ON mode.
	n When the mirrors are fogged up
	Turn on the mirror defoggers to defog the mirrors. (ÆP. 200)
	n Folding back the mirrors

	Push back in the direction of the vehicle's rear.
	n One-touch adjustment of the mirror angle (vehicles with driving position memory)
	A desired mirror face angle can be entered to memory and adjusted with the touch of a button. (ÆP. 46)
	n Linked mirror function when reversing (vehicles with driving position memory)

	The outside rear view mirrors will automatically angle downwards when the vehicle is reversing in order to give a better view of...
	n Auto anti-glare function (vehicles with sports or luxury package)

	When the anti-glare inside rear view mirror is set to “AUTO” mode, the outside rear view mirrors will activate in conjunction with the anti-glare inside rear view mirror to reduce reflected light. (ÆP. 60)
	n Rain clearing mirrors

	When water droplets collects on the mirror surface, for example when it rains, the rain clearing (hydrophilic) effect of the mir...
	l After wiping dirt off the mirrors
	l When the mirrors fog up
	l After waxing your vehicle in an automatic car wash
	l After your vehicle has been parked for a long period in underground parking lots, etc. where there is no direct sunlight.

	n When driving the vehicle
	Observe the following precautions while driving. Failing to do so may result in loss of control of the vehicle and cause an accident, resulting in death or serious injury.
	l Do not adjust the mirrors while driving.
	l Do not drive with the mirrors folded back.
	l Both the driver and passenger side mirrors must be extended and properly adjusted before driving.


	n When the mirror defoggers are operating
	Do not touch the surface of the mirror, as it may be hot.

	n If the mirrors become iced up
	In order to retain the rain-clearing properties of the mirror, do not attempt to scrape the ice off. Instead, remove it by turning on the mirror defoggers or by applying warm water.
